If someone publish photos without a license or permit on its website, in print projects or elsewhere, can face legal issues and receive a warning letter by an attorney in behalf of the photographer. The CCFinder for Windows from Abelssoft avoids issues for the user and was developed for finding pictures marked as "Creative Commons License" (CCF). With the help of this license the user can utilise these images, even for commercial purposes.

Good photos are needed everywhere and constantly. Beautify your own business card and advertising flyers, do well on the homepage and are often used in the design of commercial websites or even personal blogs.
However, if you simply use images from the Internet without being careful, issues can arise quickly. The photographer or owner of the picture may subsequently require a lot of money, besides further costs as legal costs and attorney fees.
There are many high-quality photo databases on the Internet that offer thousand photos, which can be used free of charge for personal use and often enough even commercially. Sometimes the owner requires that you provide the link source of the website and the photographer. But even this not usually necessary. The program name CCFinder means literally 'Creative Commons Image Finder ". Images that are under the Creative Commons license may be used free of charge.
CCFinder is a Windows software specifically seeks out photos in many image databases, as Flickr that match the searched criteria defined by the user. Here are various filters available:
- Only images that can be used without restrictions

- Search photos for whose use a source is necessary

- Include images that should not be published

- Images that may not be used commercially, just personal use
- Images that may not be changed
CCFinder will perform a deep search to find the desired pictures, after this the tool displays the results in the form of a thumbnail preview. Interesting designs can be enlarged with a single mouse click. The detail view always shows the exact license terms that apply when the user wants to use a photo free of charge for its own purposes. If you want a specific image or various pictures, the user just need to select the desired images in order to download the image to his hard drive.

An interesting feature is the effects: the images found by CCFinder, can be processed with a few filters like sepia, sharpness or grayscale.
